(For 
example, your description for the pattern “XOXO” should not be “first, write an X, then write an 
O, then write an X, then write an O” but rather something like “start with an X; after each X, 
write an O, after each O, write an X.”  The first method would allow you to describe any of the 
above pictures – the second method allows you to describe only the pictures that represent 
patterns.)
